Optibelt supports terrain guided e-bike

with her terrain guided e-bike equipped with fully
automatic starting and switch-off.

The drive of the bike is very unique — as are its other
technical innovations. The engine is provided with
power for ascending, depending on the condition of
the terrain, via an electronic sensor. The torque of the
engine is transmitted from the friction wheel to the
rear wheel by means of the polyurethane Optibelt
timing belt. The mechanism is aligned in such a way
that it acts as a power triangle.

Optibelt provided the winner in the specialist subject
“engineering” not only with design support, technical
advice and various mechanical parts but also with the
Optibelt ALPHA timing belt which now drives the
newly developed e-bike.
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
